
CHAPTER II

REVIEW OF LITERATURE

2.1 Structuralism 


All science is an instrument, which can be interpreted below, science is an instrument for determining scientific truth, spreading scientific theories, and as an effort to enlighten science. And literary theories as the basis for formalism and structuralism theories. Erlich (1980) Formalism was born in Russia as a reaction against positivism in the 19th century which paid attention to biographical "names". Apart from being a reaction to positivism, the birth of formalism also coincided with the development of a tendency towards traditional approaches which always pay attention to the relationship between literary works and the disciplines of history, psychology, and sociology.


The theory used in this proposal is the theory of structuralism. Structuralism was born in France in the 1960s and is based on the work of Ferdinand de Saussure which was oriented towards understanding the structures underlying language stated by Hamzah (2011). Structuralism explores the use of language based on universal principles from the human mind which form the basis of cultural characters and human habits.

Structuralism is a way of thinking about the world which is predominantly concerned with the perceptions and description of structures. Scholes (1977) 

structuralism also has broad aspects, among others it can be understood as: movement of mind, as a method, as the evolution of linguistic studies, and as a polemic study of poetry theory Another expert also said that Structuralism represents an attempt to link everything in terms of linguistics, Eagleton (1999 ).

Structuralism as the term suggests, is concerned with structures and more particularly with examining the general laws by which they work. Each system is broken into its several elements using the principle of an infinite set. Each system together with its elements can be shown not as complete in itself but as an inclusive part of a larger and still incomplete system. A poem, for example, can be examined as a structure while still treating each of its items as more or less meaningful in itself. 

2.2 
Poetry 


Poetry is one of the literary works written based on someone's expressions and feelings. In Wibowo (2009) according to William Wordswoth Poetry is the spontaneous overflow the powerfull feelings; it takes its origin from emotion recollected in tranquility; the emotion is contemplated till, by a species of reaction, the tranquility gradually disappears, and an emotion, kindred to that which was the subject of contemplation, is gradually produced, and does itself actually exist in the mind. In writing poetry emotional and imagination is the most important thing, because in order to create a poem the writer must be able to imagine and make the words in the poem beautiful and narrative, according to John Keats Poetry is an attempt to read the beautiful or subline without the gurdon of imagining the logical or narrative thought process. He does not imply that poetry is illogical or lacks narration.


Actually the meaning of the poetry varies because each expers makes this meaning based on their views and opinions. Sayuti in Inayati (2016) As other experts, Poetry is imaginative, emotional, and intellectual expression of a poet – taken from his individual and social life. Poetry is a medium to convey message through symbols which has situation poetry. Poetry has features such as its language density which greatly allows to show stylistic features.  From the definition above also mean that the poem is a work of art that is closely related to the language and spirit. 

Irmawati (2014) stated Poetry is literary work in the form of metrics or patterned languages. There are special characteristics in poetry, in terms of language use. Language in poetry is something that is processed by the author into a literary work. The birth of a poem through the placement of word for word from the birth process of a poem. Aesthetic works that are meaningful in poetry have meaning. The meaning of words in poetry can be interpreted based on various viewpoints and the ability of readers to interpret them. The reader can interpret the meaning contained in the poem that is read. 


The basic building block of a poem is a verse known as a stanza. A stanza is a grouping of lines related to the same thought or topic, similar to a paragraph in prose.Poems can be structured, with rhyming lines and meter, the rhythm and emphasis of a line based on syllabic beats. One of the most common ways to write a rhyming poem is to use a rhyme scheme composed of shared vowel sounds or consonants. Francois Dell (2009) stated  Meter in poetry (MIP) presents a unified account of the meters used in the world’s poetic traditions. According to Fabb and Halle (F&H), all poetry is made up of lines and the defining feature of metrical poetry is that it involves restrictions on line length.  

2.2.1 
Intrinsic 


According to Diyanni ( 2006) the intrinsic elements of poem consist of theme, plot , setting , character , sound , rhyme , alliteration , assonance , diction , imagery , symbol , stanzaic pattern , and structure. And the other expert stated that intrinsic elements consist of figurative language, imagery, rhyme, rhytm, metter, message, ad theme Prasetyo ( 2016 ) . In this time would be explanations some of intrinsic elements above. 

1. Theme 
Theme is defined as a main idea or an underlying meaning of a literary work, which may be stated directly or indirectly.
2. Figurative language 

Figurative language is a language to describe the comparasion, equation, and imagery. 

3. Setting 
Setting is illustration of times and palace. Setting was also one of primary ways that a fiction writer established mood. When and where events occur are calls setting. They will become background of the story.
4. Rhythm 

Rhythm can be described as the beat and pace of a poem. 

5. Sound 
Sound patterning is a feature of the great majority of poems. The use of specific vowels, consonants, accents and the combination of these three make up the sound of the poem.
6. Rhyme 
DiYanni (2001) states that rhyme can be defined as the matching of final vowel and consonant sound in two or more words.
7. Alliteration 
Alliteration is the repetition of the same sound, usually a consonant, at the beginning of words or stressed syllables in close proximity.
8. Assonance 
assonance is the repetition of vowel sound; the vowels themselves may be different but the sound has to be the same.
9. Diction 
Diction is the selection of words used in the poem, and it, of course, has some purposes. It could be to make it better in terms of sound, or to give a sensitive expression to the idea being conveyed.
10. Imagery 
Imagery Could be interpreted as a depiction of the experience associated with an object, event, situation that the poet experienced using typical words in order to provide a more real picture, good things that are psychological, material, and metaphoric.
11. Symbol 
Symbol is an image so loaded with significance that it is not simply literal, and it does not simply stand for something else. Symbol in the poem can be identified and its meaning is made clear by the full context of the poem.
12. Stanzaic Pattern 
A stanza is an arbitrary and regular division of poetry, containing a fixed number of lines.
13. Structure
Barnet (1961) states that every poem has its own structure. However, we may find that the structure is one of these three common sorts: Repetitive structure, Narrative structure, Logical structure 
2.2.2 
Extrinsic 

Extrinsic Elements of poetry is a supporting element of poetry that comes from outside the work of poetry created, Barnet (1961) . Extrinsic Elements of poetry was instrumental in the analysis of a poem. Without using the approach on the extrinsic elements of the poem, analysts will have difficulty in determining the reason and purpose of a poem is created. Even understanding the meaning of a poem can be shifted from what was intended by the author, if the poem is analyzed in the extrinsic elements only. Some elements of extrinsic poem are like: author biography, social background, religion, and education of the author, and social circumstances at the time the poem was made.
2.2.3 
Types Of Poetry 


According to Rizal (2018) a poem may or may not have a specific number of lines, rhyme scheme and/or metrical pattern, but it can still be labeled according to its form or style. The followings are the three most common types of poetry according to form: 

1. Lyric Poetry: It is any poem with one speaker (not necessarily the poet) who expresses strong thoughts and feelings. Most poems, especially modern ones, are lyric poems. 

2. Narrative Poem: It is a poem that tells a story; its structure resembles the plot line of a story [i.e. the introduction of conflict and characters, rising action, climax and the denouement].

3. Descriptive Poem: It is a poem that describes the world that surrounds the speaker. It uses elaborate imagery and adjectives. While emotional, it is more "outward-focused" than lyric poetry, which is more personal and introspective.

2.2.4 
Elements Of Poetry 
Elements of poetry  that can be seen, including: 

1. Diction

Diction means the selection and arrangement of words in speech or writing
2. Imaging 

Images in literary works play an important role in generating imaginative imagery, forming mental images, and can evoke certain experiences in readers.
3. Figurative language

Figurative language is phrasing that goes beyond the literal meaning of words to get a message or point across. 

4. Rhythm 
Rhyme is the sound equation at the end of a word. Rhythm (rhythm) is the sound that incubates the musical elements of poetry. The rhythm of poetry is identical to intonation, namely the placement of certain stresses on words.
5. Theme 
Themes are the basic idea and center of conversation in a poem. Although poetry may say many things, everything that is said should get to the heart of the conversation. The idea that underlies an entire literary work, including poetry, is a theme. 
6. Intention 
Mandate is a moral message or teaching that can be learned from a literary work, such as poetry. 
7. Feeling
In poetry, there is a certain feeling that arises as an effect of the use of certain diction, rhyme and rhythm, images, and certain figures of speech. Feelings of joy or sadness, joy or sorrow, giddiness, doubt, hopelessness, and so on. Poetry can also contain feelings of protest, anger, annoyance, resistance, resistance to certain problems.
8. Tone 
It can be said that the feeling or atmosphere in poetry is the spirit that animates the tone of the poetry. This means that certain feelings and atmosphere in the poetry will lead to a certain tone as well. The happy atmosphere in the poetry will give birth to a happy tone. On the other hand, a feeling or atmosphere of sorrow will give birth to a sad tone in a poetry work. Therefore, these two elements, tone and atmosphere are often paired together.
2.3 
Rupi Kaur’s Poems In The Sin And Her Flowers 


The sun and her flowers is a book title in which there is a collection of poems composed by Rupi Kaur's. This book is Rupi Kaur's second work whose first work is entitled Milk and Honey. In this book, there are five contents, namely: wilting, falling, rooting, rising, blooming. In each contents there are several poems and accompanied by illustrated pictures, which relate to the contents of the poem.

Author Biography 


Rupi Kaur was born 4 October 1992, she is an Indian-born Canadian poet, illustrator, and author. As a 21-year-old university student Rupi wrote, illustrated and self-published her first poetry collection, Milk and Honey(2014) an anthology titled Milk and Honey, was self-published on Createspace on 4 November 2014. Next came its artistic sibling, The Sun and Her Flowers (2017) was published on 3 October 2017. As of January 5, 2020, the book has been listed on The New York Times Best Seller list for 76 weeks. Milk and Honey was the best-selling book in Canada in 2017 and The Sun and Her Flowers was the 7th bestselling fiction book. In 2018, The Sun and Her Flowers was the 9th bestselling book in Canada, with Milk and Honey placing 8th.. These collections have sold over 8 million copies and have been translated into over 42 languages. Her most recent book, Home Body (2020) , debuted #1 on bestsellers lists across the world. Rupi’s work touches on love, loss, trauma, healing, femininity, and migration. She feels most at home when creating art or performing her poetry on stage. 


Rupi Kaur publishes her own work, as described in her personal blog. Because some say that poetry is basically never published but still believe that he has a better chance, so he started publishing his own poetry in literary journals, magazines, and anthologies. And then she asked them if self-publishing was a good route to take. 

2.5 
Previous Research 


There are some previous research that can reference for supporting this  research :

1. Journal article by Maghfiroh Fajrin, Maman Suryaman (2019) entitled The structure of poetry in the collection of Lawas Kusaremen Lawas Sia by Sanapiah Amin. The results of this study and findings were lawas of Kusaramen Lawas Sia had the structure of poetry consisted of physical structure and inner structure. Lawas physical structures consisted of figurative languages; retore language, images and inner structures, among them the poet’s tone, poet’s attitude, and themes. It was stated that lawas was the result of people’s thinking on a highlevel pattern because the community had known the analogy, thus describing the advanced and adaptive society.
2. journal article by Sagung Ratna Pramita , Gede Sadia,  Wayan Resen (2016) entitled The Intrinsic Elements Of The Poem “The Fat Black Woman Goes Shopping” By Grace Nichols. After giving my analysis about the intrinsic elements of the poem” The Fat Black Woman Goes Shopping “, I can conclude the meaning of poem or its theme is the discrimination of black women in the white country, London. The intrinsic elements to analyze include alliteration, diction, symbol, language nuance, and the poet‟s viewpoint. The theme of the poem is the disappointment and regret of the fat black women from Africa because she felt in her failure to get a dress of her size. The discrimination was racial. The woman in the poem is black (Negro). She found a lot of problems in London (the white country). The problem was it was difficult for her to get the dress of her size, extra-extra large, in London. This poem tells about the discrimination not only in terms of race and complexion, but also in terms of fashion.

According to the writer, there is a slight difference between this study and previous research, namely differences in theory taking and the sources used. And there is also a difference in the content of the research, in this research it is more focused on the intrinsic and extrinsic elements that are in the content of this poem.
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
