a. Theme

The theme of poetry is The Sacrifices of Women. Because, this poem tells about a struggle nd sacrifice. Many women before us sacrificed their lives for the happiness of their children in the future. And now the children have grown to be strong and sturdy so that they continue to strunggle. 
b. Diction 

Diction is the selection of words used in the poem, and it, of course, has some purposes. It could be to make it better in terms of sound, or to give a sensitive expression to the idea being conveyed. Diction also shows the individual characteristic or style of the work, besides providing meaning to the reader.

These words can be analyzed as follows:
Line 2 : On the sacrifices
The words on the sacrifices, suggests that she has an obligation to continue this struggle.Struggle in the form of appreaciating the sacrifices that have been made by people in the past.

Line 3 : of a milion women before me 

The words of a milion women before me, many of them faced difficulties and dark times, but that did not make them weak and silent, but they continue to struggle without stopping. 

Line 6 : To make this mountain taller 

The words To make this mountain taller, and now that struggle is paying off so that generations after them can continue that sreams even higher. 

c. Figurative Language 

Line 6 : to make this mountain taller

This sentences using the expression of personification. The word “taller” used to describe a mountain that is already high as if will be made even higher, like a very big hope. 

d. Extrinsic elements 

Legacy tells the story of women. This poem describes the struggle and the sacrifices of women in the past only for the welfare of their children and grandchildren in the present. Rupi Kaur's is a poet from Canada but she has a background in life from India. With her background that has Hindustan blood she has published many poems that describe her country of origin, such as this Legacy. In India, women and men are very different from the social environment, work, domestic violence, and even acts of violence that often occur to women such as rape. Rape cases in India may have always been a hot topic, which since ancient times this case has always happened even to minors.

In the journal Natasya Gloria Mandak (2019), she described a case against women such as, in 2015, the Delhi Gang Rape case occurred which was a sexual assault and murder of physiotherapist Jyoti Pandey in New Delhi, rape and murder of a teenage girl. The 16-year-old victim was kidnapped from her home while her parents were at a wedding and allegedly raped by two men in a forest area. This violence against girls is the latest in a string of sex crimes in India, which has seen 40,000 rapes recorded so far. last year 2016. Seeing from the many cases of violence that occur to women, a feminism movement emerged which aims to achieve the welfare of women's rights. Fitri Rakhmadhani Haldhianty (2020) stated thatLike the Me Too movement and figures like Mahatma Gandhi who fought for the welfare of women in India. The Me Too movement entered India in 2012. The entry of the Me Too movement was prompted by the rape case of a female student by eight Indian men in New Delhi. The rape case sparked public protests demanding justice between the victim and the perpetrator. Salim Kamaruddin (2018) stated that, Mahatma Gandhi and the Women's Movement in India, Ahimsa and Satyagraha are the culmination of Gandhi's struggle. Ahimsa and Satyagraha combine short-term goals with a long-term perspective, more importantly Satyagraha proves the correctness of his method of unifying theory with the ways of nonviolent social movements.

Of the many social movements and the many women who are involved in fighting for the right to gender equality, such as holding demonstrations, carrying banners in the hot sun, and even willing to clash with state security. This legacy poem tells the story of one of the women who ais willing to fight to uphold their rights in the social sphere, at work, and in the household.

a. Theme

b. Figurative Language

This poet using the expression of hyperbole. The word “greatest gitf” explaind how valuable it is to be a thread from the clothes used by her mother un the past. The word “single thread” and “greatest gitf” show that this poet using expression of hyperbole. 

Line 5 – 7 : Become her pleated braid. The black kohl caressing her eyelids. The flour neatly packed into her fingertips. A page in her schoolbooks.

This sentence is a form of depersonification figure of speech, this figure of speech describes humans as objects, animals or other objects. As in this sentence “Become her pleated braid” “The black kohl caressing her eyelids” this show that she really wants to be her mother's hair tie, to be her mother's makeup tool so she can see how beautiful her mother was when she was young. “The flour neatly packed into her fingertips” even to become flour she is willing to be there when his mother is cooking, to see how her mother is very painstaking and good at cooking food. This sentence  “A page in her schoolbooks” even as a sheet of his mother's school book she really wanted to see how her mother was very diligent in doing her school assignments, how her mother was very diligent in studying. 

c. Symbolism

The word “witnessing a miracle” has a hidden meaning, the word "miracle" explains how precious her mother's in the past.

Line 6 : The flour neatly packed into her fingertips.

This sentence has a hidden meaning. Like she wanted to see how persevere and diligent his mother was in doing household chores.

This sentence describes how beautiful and graceful his mother is so he wants to see how beautiful his mother.

d. Extrinsic elements 

To Witness a Miracle describes the story of a child who wants to go back in time to see a miracle from his mother, she wants to know how his mother’s life in the past. Judging from the life background of Rupi Kaur's parents, Rupi Kaur's parents are Indians who immigrated to Canada as described in his social media post (instagram). Rupi Kaur's grew up in Canada and this a new environment for her, this made her interested in his mother's past life, how her mother spent time with her friends as a child. So he made this poem which tells about admiration for his mother. 

In general, the daughter is closer and open to her mother, although there are some who grow close to her father. And from the life of Rupi Kaurs who comes from India, girls in India are indeed closer to a mother, because the average woman in India must be able to cook and learn how to manage the household. We also know that in India it is very rare for women to work, because their job is to be a housewife, their job is only to take care of the house, children, and husband, but not infrequently there are also those who actually have a job in the same way as she takes care of her husband and her child. 

With this situation, Rupi Kaurs is curious about how her mother was when she was young, whether her mother also experienced the same thing as other women. And whether her mother also have to give up her dream to take care of her family. With the current situation where they are far from their home country, Rupi Kaurs wants to know more about his mother, especially her mother's life in childhood, adolescence, until finally deciding to get married.

d. Extrinsic element 

Judging from Rupi Kaur's family background, her parents are immigrants. With these conditions they live in a world that is new to them, a different system and a different culture. Where they live in an area as a minority who must adapt to a new environment. This may make the personality of Rupi Kaur’s herself to prefer to write, focus on herself. Because "I prefer to express my opinion in writing" is one of the characteristics of people who are introverted. it has similarities to Rupi Kaur’s where she puts his opinion into writing. Not that every writer of poetry and novels is an introvert.

Introvert here is not entirely from the personality of Rupi Kaurs but herself who is introverted by circumstances or situations, in the sense that from her life background she is an immigrant, which must be able to socialize with new circumstances, she must try to be able to equalize herself in society, like feeling lonely in a crowd. It is not that she hates his surroundings, it is just that this new to her. With circumstances like this in the end she prefers to play with books and stationery and pour all her thoughts into writing.

a. Theme

b. Figurative Language

This used depersonification figure of speech, depersonification is the antonym from personificatio. The word “ripen” it is means mature, but the word ripen is more commonly used for fruits, while in this poem ripen is shown to someone.

This used depersonification figure of speech, “expiration date” she describes herself on the nature of an object, "expiration date" is usually only used for food that can no longer be eaten. With those words, she explained that she was living her life at an early stage, so she still had time to prove that she would successfully compete with the younger generations.

d.  Extrinsic elements 


The intrinsic element that will be discussed in this poem is in terms of religious background. In this poem, a woman defends her self-respect and good name. when they get older they look down on those around them, but they have the opposite view of men, which men will be more powerful and authoritative as they get older. In this poem the author pours out all his complaints about differences in views and equality.


In the teachings of the Rupi Kaurs religion, women and men have the same position. As stated in Muhamad Firmanullah's (2020) thesis, the Sikh religion has emphasized that women have the same degree as men, only that the way of glorifying them is different. The population of followers of the Sikh religion is in India. Where in India there are still many genre inequalities and women are inferior to men. d. Extrinsic element


seen from the background of the author who comes from the country of India. Rupi Kaurs is indeed based in Canada, however, he has very strong ties to his home country. The poem describes a mother who wants to make her child successful without having to restrain and limit her child's education. In the country of origin of the author of this novel, the girls are mostly managed by their parents, starting from choosing their ideals, schools, education and matchmaking. So in India there are so many cases of suicide.
However, in this poem, Rupi Kaurs takes the point of view of some parents, especially a mother who frees her child in choosing her life goals, liberating here means in a positive way. Because not all mothers want their children to be burdened and run their lives, which are not in accordance with the wishes of their hearts. 
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
