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Meaning:  “Oh, you who have believed, shall I guide you to a transaction that will save you from a painful punishment? {10}  [It is that] you believe in Allah and His Messenger and strive in the cause of Allah with your wealth and your lives. That is best for you, if you should know {11}.” (Surah As-Saff 10-11)
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
