2.1 Theoretical Framework

2.1.1 Pronunciation

1 The Definition of Pronunciation
Pronunciation is one of the important aspects in English, especially in
communication orally.  According to Farmand and Pourgharib (2013: 841),
“pronunciation s the way we pronounce a word, especially in a way that s accepted
or generally understood. It is important when we pronounce a word, if speakers have
very bad pronunciation, our speech will not be understandable to the listeners.
Yusmita and Angraini (2017: 14) also state that pronunciation is one of the
most aspects in speaking skill, and one of the most important parts of English to
communicate with others. In learning a foreign language, pronunciation plays an
important role. Teaching English pronunciation is an important aspect both
ofteaching and learning the language. Therefore, it is very crucial for students to start
learning English pronunciation as early as possible. The teacher should give more
attention to teaching pronunciation for students and clearly to teaching pronunciation.
Gilakjani (2016: 6) expresses the important role of practicing pronunciation
is to see student development. The teacher must set attainable goals that are
appropriate for the student's communication needs. Teachers must find an
appropriate way to teach pronunciation so that the leamning process

becomes more fun. In improving students' pronunciation skills, the teacher
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the classroom.

Pronunciation s a production of sounds that use to make meaning. It
includes attention to the particular sounds of a language, aspects of speech beyond the
level of the individual sound, such as intonation, phrasing, stress, timing.
rhythm (supra-segmental aspects), how the voice is projected (voice quality)

and, in its broadest definition, attention to gestures and expressions that are closely

related to the way we speak a language. Each of these aspects of pronunciation
briefly outlined below, and references for further study are suggested (Yates, 2015 :1)

Based on the statements above, the rescarcher conclude that pronunciation is
the way in which a word or language is spoken or pronounced, including the correct
sound and stress pattens of individual sounds or syllables within a word. It is the way
in which the spoken language is articulated or pronounced, including factors such as
intonation, accent, thythm, stress, and tone. Proper pronunciation is important for
effective communication and is essential for clarity and comprehension in spoken
language. Pronunciation also an important aspects in teaching and learning English

that learn about how the sound is produced make meaning can be understood well.

2.1.1.2 Elements of Pronunciation
In order to study about how something works, it is useful to know its
constituent parts. According to Sihombing (2018: 593) The following shows the

elements of pronunciation:
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Segmental refer to sound units, arranged in a sequential order, or it is about
consonant and vowel. English segmental system includes vowels and consonant. The
classification is based on the differences in their function in an utterance and their
ways of production. English vowels are divided into two kinds of vowels, long
vowels and short vowels.

Long vowel consist of /i/, /a://a/, /v:/, /o:/, while short vowel consist of
filJel Jel Jal JAu/ Jo/. Beside the two kinds of vowels above, there are also
diphthongs. Diphthong is a sound composed of two vowels pronounced in close
succession within the limits of syllable. There are eight English diphthongs,
Jeilail,Joi/./aul,/oalfio//ual /eo/. The English consonants consist of twenty-four.
Those are /p/, /b/, v, /d/, /K/, /g, If1, V1, 181, 181, s/, 2/, | [I, 13/, I/, gl 14/, i,
Tnl, W, iw, Iyl
2. Suprasegmental

Suprasegmental features are like the style used in words or sentences. There
are four kinds of supra segmental features, they are stress, pitch and intonation, pause
and rhythm. Suprasegmental of pronunciation which generally apply to groups of
segments, or phonemes.

Based on the reference above, we know that pronunciation is needed for
pronouncing words and sentences correctly. The constituent parts of pronunciation we
must know are segmental and supra-scgmental. Where Segmental features are

important for producing and understanding language, as they allow us to distinguish

segmental features are important for conveying meaning and emotion in speech, and

can help to make spoken language more expressive and engaging.

2.1.1.3 Indicators of Pronunciation
According to Antaris et al (2019: 12) cites in Djiwandono there are four

indicators of pronunciation, there are : intelligibility, fluency, accuracy, and native-

like.

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attention to these indicators of pronunciation, we can improve our own pronunciation

skills and better understand the speech of others.

2.1.1.4 Teaching Pronunciation

Teaching pronunciation done by the teacher in learning English. It is known
that pronunciation is one of the micro skills of speaking that the students need to
understand in order to have a good communication. Nuraeni (2015: 24) said In
teaching English pronunciation, a teacher is desirable to have the goals that should be
achieve. One of the teacher's goal is to help the student to pronounce English word
accurately. So, they know how to communicate what they want to say properly.

Therefore, the students’ speaking can be understood by listener.

Cites in Silveira, Nuraeni (2015: 24) proposes three realistic goals for the

teaching of pronunciation:

a. Ability to communicate orally with ease and efficiency;

b, Ability to produce the basic contrasts of the target language sound system;
c. Ability to understand fluent speech as produced by native speaker.

The ability to communicate orally with ease and cfficiency affects the fluency
in communication. When people utter something, indeed they is desirable to know
what they are going to say, they should think whether their utterance can be
understood by the hearer or not and predict whether the word/sentence is efficiently

delivered or not.



[image: image6.jpg]Rasati (2020: 33) says in Hewings, pronunciation is the most important thing
to learn in the English language. If the students have good pronunciation, they can
convey to understand their meaning properly. They also easily understand about their
spelling and speaking. The students did not only aware of how to produces the
sounds but they can also improve their speaking ability.

Furthermore, people think that speaking like a native is not the goal. For
example, the students who learn pronunciation that they have a specific purpose to
leamn it, such as; the students who want to be the operator they need to have good
communication and pronounce the words clearly that the customer can understand
what they speak in every condition. It differs when the students want to be an
English teacher, they will learn pronunciation like a native.

Based on the explanation, pronunciation is the significant part of oral
communication, it involves producing the sound of a particular language, and how
the sounds are put in the speech.

2.12.2 Types of Movies
Barsam (2010: 64) explains that movie is very interesting to understand. The
categories of movie that we will discuss belows:
1. Narrative Movie

movies has purpose 10 take a true story. the story that they convey so as to a better

2. Documentary Movies

2.1.3 Concept of Subtitle

Subtitle According to Khalaf (2016: 122) subtitling is a type of translation,
particularly in audio-visual filed which includes dubbing. voice-over and audio
description. In other words, the audio-visual language of TV programs or film
transferred with certain forms to be understandable by target audiences whom they

Subtitle in any language are wonderful tools that let people enjoy the movie
from other cultures and countries but the language leamers subitles might offer a
new path to language comprehension (Etmadi 2012: 239).

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2.2 Relevant Study

There are some previous studies done. The first research is conducted by
Yuliana in 2020. “Students’ Belief And Practice About Learning Pronunciation In
Promunciation Class". This study explored the students” beliefs about English
pronunciation and what they do to practice their pronunciation. The data for this
study were collected from a semi-structured interview. There were 16 students from
baich 2019 who were interviewed at Faculty of Language and Arts Universitas
Kristen Satya Wacana.

The analysis shows that the students considered English pronunciation
important, although sometimes they had difficulties in pronouncing English words.
They also had strategies to practice English pronunciation. This study should be
helpful to the students to make them aware of the importance of good pronunciation.
Furthermore, this study is expected to help the lecturers to be aware of the students”
beliefs and their strategies in learning English pronunciation.

The second previous study was conducted by Nawal Aufa in 2017 “Using
Movie To Increase Students’ Pronunciation™ This research is designed due to a
consideration that pronunciation has always been the most challenging skill faced by
the students at English Department and media is very helpful in improving their
pronunciation ability. Therefore, the purpose of this study is to identify whether

movie is a good medium to improve students” pronunciation and to find out students’
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This rescarch took place in UIN Ar-Raniry, at the second semester of English
Department students (unit 6). 28 students of unit 6 had participated in this research.
This research applied a quantitative approach and used a pre experimental research
design including pretest and post-test. The data were obtained from both tests and
questionnaires to measure the students’ ability and perception. The result showed
that movie is effective in improving students’ pronunciation ability. It is proved by
the mean score of post-test which was higher than that of pre-test. The mean score of
pre-test was 60 while that of post-test was 80. Equally important, the answers that
students’ chose in questionnaires greatly supported that movie s really effective in
teaching pronunciation. After all, movie can help students to construct their ideas in
practicing pronunciation better than before

Two previous studies above discussed and described that there are some
similarities and differences between these studies and previous studies. It can be seen
from the variables studied and the design used. The previous studies have focused on
the effects of movie towards increasing pronunciation which are similar to this study.
While the difference from this study is that researchers use senior high school
students as sample only focus on movie with English subtitle towards students’

pronunciation.
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The researcher focuses the study on watching Trolls movie with English
subtitle to develop students’ pronunciation. The conceptual framework of this
research as follow:
