as videos, podcasts, and live streaming. These contents not only help learners understand language structures and vocabulary, but also allow them to hear themselves in different accents and speaking styles.

This model promotes self-efficacy by helping learners see their own progress and reinforcing the importance of perseverance in language learning.
2. AuthenticLanguageUse

Richards,J.C (2006) statesthatCommunicative Language Teaching (CLT) emphasizes real-world communication in context, which social media platformsexcel. By watching video content produced by native speakers, learners are exposed toauthenticlanguageuse,includingslang,colloquialisms,andregionalaccents,
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which are often absent from traditional textbooks. This exposure helps learners develop an understanding of the nuances and informal aspects of the language, thus improving their speaking and listening skills.
3. InteractiveLearning

Vygotsky(2010)statesthat Socialmediavideoplatforms promoteinteractive learning, allowing users to create content, comment, and engage with others. This aligns with the Constructivist Learning Theory, which posits that learners actively construct their own understanding through interaction with their environment. By engaging in discussions, responding to comments, or even making their own videos, learners have the opportunity to practice and reinforce language skills in a dynamic, social setting.

1. SocialLearning

On video social media platforms, such as YouTube or TikTok, learners can watch videos of native or native English speakers. While this can enrich the learning experience, challenges arise due to the lack of direct interaction, which makes it difficult to fully understand the context or develop effective speaking skills.
2. ConstructivistLearning

This theory emphasizes the importance of direct experience and social interaction in learning. While videos allow for example-based learning, the lack of direct social interaction with native speakers or peers can limit opportunities for practice and immediate feedback, which are essential for the development of English speaking skills.

Cunningham,(1996)states that The use of video social media platforms can provide access to a vast array of learning resources, but the challenge is how to effectively integrate technology into the speaking learning process. Without a structured approach and guidance in utilizing technology, many learners struggle to get the most out of their learning.




4. Achievement

Ames (1992) states thatlearners who use video as a tool to improve their speakingskillscanbedrivenbythegoalofmasteringthelanguage(masterygoals)or the goal of demonstrating their abilities (performance goals). The challenge is that learners who focus on performance goals may feel less motivated when the results obtained do not match their expectations, for example, due to limited interaction inthe video.

Through the case study, the research will capture the subjective experiences and perceptions of the participants.

Interviews allow more to be said about the research than is usually stated in the questionnaire cover letter. The researcher selected 10 students to be the interviewees. The purpose of the student interviews was to align the data obtained from the questionnaire so that the data was more credible and valid. Therefore, the researcher created an interview guideline to assist the research. There were 10 questions related to theuseof social media video platformsto Learn Students'English Speaking Skills.

This qualitative research was conducted by students of class VIII at SMPN 34 MEDAN. Participants in this study were 10 students of class VIII. This research is a case study research processed using an interview model and the main focus of this study is to explore the benefits perceived by students from using social video platforms in improving English speaking skills, including students' perceptions, their experiences when accessing English content, and their strategies in imitating, understanding, and practicing speaking materials they encounter on the platform. students were present during the study from the first study to the final study.

Based on the interview results, the researcher identified that most respondents use more than one social media platform to support their English learning process, especially in improving speaking skills. The percentage of platform usage is as follows:
YouTube is used by 7 out of 10 students (70%). TikTok is used by 6 out of 10 students (60%). Instagramisusedby5outof10students(50%).





From the interview results table above, it can be concluded that YouTube is the most dominant platform used by respondents to improve their English speaking skills. As many as 7 out of 10 respondents actively watch videos on YouTube as part of their learning process. The most frequently accessed content includes conversation videos, pronunciation tutorials, VLOGs from native speakers, and learning materials from online English teachers. This shows that long and in-depth content on YouTube is considered to provide a more comprehensive understanding, especially in terms of pronunciation, intonation, and the use of vocabulary in real contexts.
Respondents like the YouTube video format because it allows for detailed explanations, as well as the availability of automatic subtitle features that help understand new words or fast speech. Several respondents also stated that they often repeat certain videos to strengthen their memory of newly learned expressions and phrases.For example, Respondents 2 and 4 mentioned that they like to imitate dialogues from videos and record themselves to compare their pronunciation with native speakers.
Meanwhile, TikTok is used by 6 out of 10 respondents (60%). This platformis considered interesting because it provides short videos that are quick and easy to consume. Content such as speaking tips, pronunciation challenges, and daily conversation sketches are students' favorites. Despite its short duration, many respondents feel that TikTok is effective in increasing exposure to informal and everydayEnglish.Respondent3,forexample,mentionedthatTikTokhelpedhimget
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used to hearing different accents and speaking styles. However, several respondents also noted TikTok's limitations, such as the lack of a clear learning structure and lack of in-depth explanations.
Instagram, although used by 5 out of 10 respondents (50%), does not seem to be utilized optimally for developing speaking skills. Instagram usage tends to be passive, such as watching educational reels or following English learning accounts. Several students mentioned that the content on Instagram is more visual and less focusedondirectspeakingskills.However,Respondent5statedthatheusesthestory feature to practice speaking, then uploads it and asks for feedback from friends.
Overall, these findings suggest that the use of social media platforms in learningEnglishspeakingskillsisstronglyinfluencedbytheuniquecharacteristicsof each platform:
YouTubeexcelsbecauseitpresentslongandin-depthcontent,suitableforunderstanding language structure and pronunciation.
TikTok provides quick and varied exposure to English in an informal context. Instagramhaspotential,especiallythroughinteractivefeaturessuchasstoriesand reels, but is still under-utilized.
In addition to the benefits, several challenges were also expressed by respondents. The most frequently mentioned obstacles were limited internet quota, difficulty maintaining learning consistency, and distraction from other entertainment contentthatwasnotrelatedtolearning.However,respondentsgenerallyfeltthat


learning through social media was more interesting, fun, and flexible because it could be accessed at any time according to each person's interests and learning style From this data,it can beconcluded that YouTubeis the platformmost used by students as a source of English learning. This is likely due to the availability of longer, in-depth, and structured learning content on YouTube. TikTok follows in second place withfast and interactive short video content, while Instagram, although quite popular, is more widely used for concise content such as reels or stories.

Respondent 2, for example, uses Instagram to upload assignments, while Respondent 7 is more interested in short educational content such as study tips and daily idioms. This content is considered interesting because it iseasy to understand, light, and quick to consume. However, some respondentsconsider Instagram videos to be sometimes too short so that they do not provide a comprehensive explanation.
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Meanwhile, TikTok is more widely used by students to learn through entertainment, such as singing English songs (Respondent 1), memorizing verbforms, learning everyday expressions, and understanding pronunciation and grammar briefly. TikTok was chosen because the videos are short, straight to the point, and often presented in a fun way. Respondent 3 even said that TikTok helped them recognizeverb1andverb2,whileRespondent4usedittolookupvocabulary


meanings and improve speaking comprehension.TikTok is a fun and non-boring learning alternative, while also being able to provide indirect learning benefits while surfing social media.

Based on the result of the analysis of interview data with 10 students, it was foundthatYouTubehasvarioussignificantbenefitsinhelpingtheprocessoflearning English speaking skills. This platform not only provides video content from native speakears and professional teachers, but also provides easy access and flexibilly in learning. The following is a more detailed description of the benefits felt by students:

1. IncreaseVocabularyandEnglishKnowledge


One of the main benefits mentioned by most respondents is YouTube's ability to expand English knowledge, especially in terms of vocabulary, sentence structures, and grammar. Respondent 1 specifically stated that through YouTube, he can "increase vocabulary, speaking skills, and sentence formulas." This shows that students can learn contextually from the videos shown, such as conversation videos, speaking tutorials, or other educational content.

Likewise, Respondents 2 and 5 stated that they use YouTube to "increase vocabulary knowledge"asafirststepinimprovingspeakingskills.Arichvocabularyisan


important component in speaking, because without mastery of the right words, students will have difficulty in conveying ideas effectively. In addition, students also gain an understanding of the use of words in the right sentences, both formally and informally.

2. HelpsUnderstandPronunciation


Another very important benefit of using YouTube is assistance in practicing pronunciation.Since this platform contains many videos delivered by nativespeakers, students can directly listen and imitate the correct pronunciation. Respondent 7 stated that YouTube helped him learn pronunciation and understand various accents from native speakers. This greatly influences students' confidence in speaking, because they feel they have a direct reference in pronouncing words and sentences correctly.

Respondent 6 also added that YouTube helps him in "understanding English material," especially in the context of speaking. By seeing the facial expressions, lip movements, and intonation of the speakers in the video, students can understand the meaning and delivery more naturally.

3. ImprovingListeningSkills

The ability to speak English cannot be separated from listening skills. Many respondentsstatedthatwatchingYouTubevideosconsistentlyhelpsthemimprove


their listening skills, which in turn contributes to their speaking skills. Respondent 7 mentioned that he uses YouTube to "improve their listening skills," which is an important foundation in oral communication. With good listening skills, students can capture language structures, idioms, and everyday expressions that they can then imitate when speaking.

4. HelpsCompleteEnglishAssignments


In additiontobeing amediumforindependentlearning,YouTube isalsoused bystudentsasanadditionalreferenceincompletingschoolassignments.Respondents 2 and 3 stated that they use YouTube to "do English assignments" and "find answers todifficultassignments."Thismeansthat YouTubealso actsas asource of additional information when students face difficulties in understanding the material given at school.
Videos explaining grammar, examples of conversations, or discussions of English questions are often used as references by students to deepen their understanding of the material. This shows that students are active in seeking learning solutions through digital media.
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YouTube is one of the most frequently used video platforms by students to improve their English speaking skills. From the results of interviews with several respondents,itwasfoundthatthemajorityofstudentsuseYouTubenotonlyasa


medium of entertainment, but also as an educational tool in learning various aspects of English, especially in terms of pronunciation, vocabulary addition, and understanding sentence structure.

Some of the main benefits felt by students from using YouTube in learning English include:

Students feel that watching English videos helps them increase their vocabulary of new words that were previously unknown.

	PracticingPronunciation:


Many students use YouTube to learn how to read and pronounce words in English correctly.

YouTube provides learning opportunities without time limits, so students can learn anytime and anywhere.


However, there are several obstacles that students also feel when using YouTube, such as unclear sound in videos, blurry picture quality, native speaker speech speed that is difficult to follow, and technical problems such as signals and advertisements that interfere with concentration in learning.
The following are several YouTube accounts or channels mentioned by respondents and considered useful in learning English:

This channel was mentioned by one respondent as a reference in learning how to speak English. This channel generally displays various short videos about everyday conversations, pronunciation tips, and important vocabulary that is often used.

	English Channel


This is a channel used by students to increase vocabulary insight and help with school assignments. This channel often presents English learning materials in a structured manner.

	123Go & Troom Troom


Although better known as entertainment channels, these two channels are also used by students to recognize new vocabulary through subtitles and conversations shown in the videos.


	Mr.Beast


This channel is not actually an English learning channel, but is used by studentsas a means of entertainment that does not directly provide exposure to English vocabulary and pronunciation, especially because it is presented in English with subtitles.

	SpeakEnglish withMr. Duncan


This channel is one of the recommendations from respondents who have actively participated in intensive learning. This channel presents English lessons directly from native speakers and is very helpful in improving students' understanding and pronunciation.

	Channelswithoutspecific names


Several respondents stated that they use YouTube in general without mentioning the name of a specific channel. They usually search for videos based on their needs, such as videos about vocabulary, pronunciation, or other English assignments.
Overall, YouTube makes a positive contribution to English learning, especially in developing speaking skills. However, there needs to be guidance or direction from teachers or parents so that students can choose the right content that suits their learning needs. Utilizing the channels mentioned above can be a fun and effective learning strategy to improve English speaking skills.

Although YouTube has become one of the popular platforms used by students to improvetheir Englishskills, especially in speaking, it isundeniable that there are a number of challenges experienced by users during the learning process. Based on the results of interviews with ten respondents, various obstacles were found, the main challenges in using YouTube as a medium for learning English are:

1. Poorsound andvideo quality

2. Technicaldisturbances suchasadvertisementsandinternetsignals

3. Thespeed of speechistoo highfrom native speakers

4. Lackofdetailedexplanationsinthevideo

5. Difficultyunderstandingpronunciationwithoutdirectguidance,

6. Limitedinteractionoractivespeakingpractice,

7. Notallcontent isin accordancewiththelevelof understandingof students.
With these challenges, it is important for educators and students to be more selective in choosing YouTube content used for learning. Choosing channels thathave good audio-visual quality, provide subtitles, and provide systematicexplanations can help reduce the obstacles faced by students. In addition, combining the use of YouTube with otherlearning methods can also be a more effective strategy in improving English speaking skills.

Instagram as a social media platform is not only used to share photos and videos, but is also used by students as an additional learning resource, including in learning speaking skills in English. Based on the results of interviews with ten respondents,itwasfoundthatmostofthemusedInstagramtolearnEnglish,although with varying intensity and purposes.

1. AccesstoShortandConciseMaterial


One of the main benefits of Instagram is its short but concise content format. Respondents stated that they like short videos on Instagram that discuss grammar, idioms, pronunciation, or tips for speaking in English. This type of content is considered easier to understand and suitable for quick consumption in between free time.Forexample,Respondent7saidthatcontentonInstagramisveryeasytoaccess and can be studied at any time because of its short and concise duration.

2. AddingNewVocabularyandKnowledge


Some respondents also admitted that Instagram helped them add new vocabularythattheypreviouslydidnotknow.Respondent1saidthatfromInstagram, he could find out the difference between words that are pronounced similarly and understandthefunctionofasentence.Otherrespondentsstatedthatbywatching


videosinEnglish,theycouldrecognizenewvocabularyandapplyitinspeaking activities.

3. ImprovingUnderstandingofPronunciation


Another benefit mentioned was the ability to improve understanding of pronunciation.Short videos that demonstrate how a word or sentence is pronounced help learners imitate pronunciation more accurately. Respondent 6 stated that by understanding vocabulary and listening to how it is pronounced in Instagram videos, he became more aware of what native speakers were talking about.

4. MotivationtoLearnThrough InterestingContent


Respondents also consider Instagram as a fun and not boring learningmedium. Educational videos are often packaged in an interesting and creative way, making the learning process feel lighter. Some respondents even feel more motivated to learn because of the relaxed yet informative delivery style.

5. LearningEverydayLanguage Context

Instagram content often presents dialogues or sentences used in everyday conversations. This is very helpful for learners in understanding the context of using English morepractically. Respondent 3 said that even though hedoes not specifically useInstagramtolearn,hestillgetseverydayEnglishvocabularyfromthecontentthat passes on the homepage.

Instagram is one of the social media that is widely used by students in the process of learning English, especially for speaking skills. Based on interviews with 10 respondents, several Instagram accounts were found that were considered useful and often accessed for learning English, especially in terms of pronunciation, differences in word meanings, idioms, grammar, and vocabulary.

Here are some Instagram accounts mentioned by respondents as sources of English learning:

1. @englishspeaking


This account was mentioned by the first respondent. Its content helps in understanding the differences in pronunciation and use of words in sentences, as well as adding new vocabulary.

2. @kampunginggris


Mentioned by the second respondent, this account contains various short video content and simple English language materials that support the learning process in a local and interesting style.

3. @englishwithlucy


The seventh respondent mentioned this account because it presents educational content such as tips for learning grammar, idioms, and pronunciation in the form of short videos that are easy to understand.

4. @mr.english


This account is associated with learning through various platforms by several respondents, especially because the delivery of material is interesting and easy to understand.

5. Accountnotexplicitlymentioned

Several respondents admitted to using Instagram to learn but did not note or remember the name of the account used. Generally, they access content through the exploration feature or homepage based on the user's interest algorithm.
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Although Instagram provides benefits in learning English indirectly, respondents expressed several challenges in its use, especially in improving speaking skills.

Oneof themain obstacles is:

1. visual distractions, such as text or images in videos that are covered by Instagram display elements


2. and technical problems such as videos that refresh suddenly which disrupt the learning process

3. theshortdurationofthevideomakestheexplanationfeellessin-depth

4. Instagram is also considered less interactive, because users only consume content passively without much opportunity to practice speaking directly

5. Somerespondentsalso feltthatthevocabulary orexplanationsinthevideostended to be too simple or not detailed

6. Therewerealsorespondentswhodidnotuse InstagramtolearnEnglish

7. showedthatnotallstudentsseethisplatformasaneffectivelearningmedium

8. mentioned difficulty understanding sentences because of the informal language style often used in the content.
Overall, the main challenges in using Instagram for learning English are the limitededucational features, thepassivenatureof theplatform, and the content that is less in-depth. This shows that Instagram is more suitable as a complement, not as the main medium for learning speaking

TikTok has become one of the most frequently used platforms by students to learnEnglish,especiallyintheareaofspeaking.Basedoninterviewswith10


respondents,variousbenefitswereidentifiedwhenusingTikTokasmediatosupports English speaking skills.

One of the most mentioned advantages is the ease of understanding the materials presented. Respondents noted that videos on TikTok are short, direct, and engaging, making it easier to absorb vocabulary, pronunciation, and common expressions. For instance, Responden 2 said that TikTok makes learning vocabulary, especially on grammar topics like the simple past tense, "lebih mudah dimengerti" (easier to understand). Similarly, Responden 3 highlighted that TikTok helps with learning verb forms like verb 1 and verb 2 in a way that is "bagus dan gampang dimengerti.

Another common benefit is improved pronunciation and speaking confidence. According to Responden 6, TikTok helps in understanding how to pronounce words correctly, which supports speaking ability. Responden 1 shared that by memorizing English songs through TikTok, they were able to improve their ability to sing and pronounce words in English, showing how content on TikTok can influence speaking rhythm and tone.

Furthermore, the platform also offers interactive and varied content. Responden 7 expressed that through TikTok, they can learn daily expressions,idioms,andnativespeakerpronunciationinanenjoyableandnon-boringformat.This entertainment-based learning helps keep students motivated and engaged.


Some respondents also used TikTok to search for specific topics or content creators focused on English learning, such as “kampung inggris choice” (Responden 2), “mr.english” (Responden 3), or general educational creators (Responden 5 and 6). These accounts help learners to gain exposure to natural speaking patterns and common usage in conversation.

In addition,TikTokwas seenas ahelpfultooltoenrichvocabulary,especially with content that is repeated or musically presented. This allows learners tointernalize new words through repetitive listening and mimicry, which is especially effective in speaking practice. Despite these benefits, some challenges were also reported. These include unclear video or audio, lack of explanation in some videos, and fast-paced content that may be difficult to follow, particularly for beginners. However, most respondents agreed that these obstacles are minimal compared to the overall advantages they receive from the platform.
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In today's digital era, TikTok has become one of the platforms used by students to support the learning process, including improving their English speaking skills.
Based on interviews with eight respondents, it was found that the majority of them use TikTok because it is interesting, easy to access, and presents concise and easy-to-understand learning content. Several TikTok accounts were also specifically mentioned as useful learning resources.


From this data, it can be concluded that TikTok accounts that are considered usefulby students in learning to speak English include:

@mr.english


These accounts are considered to provide benefits in the form of increasing vocabulary, understanding grammar, pronunciation practice, and introduction to expressions used by native speakers. Their short, visual, and practical content makes the learning process fun and easy to access, especially for students who tend to prefer social media-based learning.
However, several obstacles were also expressed such as the speed of pronunciation in the video, explanations that are not in-depth enough, and displays that are sometimes covered by application interface elements. Nevertheless, the majority of respondents still see TikTok as an effective alternative media in supporting English speaking skills.
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Respondents also revealed several challenges. Based on interviews with ten respondents, the most common obstacle was the unclear visual and text quality in the video, as conveyed by Respondent 1. This made it difficult to understand thematerial.

In addition, the delivery of material that was too fast was also an obstacle. Respondent 7 said that he had difficulty understanding the contents of the video because the information was delivered in a short time. TikTok, which is one-way, is also considered to provide less opportunity to practice speaking directly, so learning tends to be passive.

Several respondents, such as Respondent 6, mentioned the difficulty of understanding pronunciation or accents in videos, especially if the creator did not include subtitles or spoke too quickly. Meanwhile, Respondent 3 highlighted the dependence on the TikTok algorithm, where educational content only appears if recommended, not because it is actively searched for.

However, not all experienced obstacles. Respondents 2 and 3 stated that they did not face significant obstacles when using TikTok to learn. This shows that each user's experience can be different, depending on their preferences and learning methods.


Overall, although TikTok helps in learning English, challenges such as video speed, display quality, limited interaction, and technical constraints still need to be considered to optimize the learning process.
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In today's digital era, social media platforms have developed into an effective alternative means to support English learning, especially in improving speakingskills. Based on the results of interviews with respondents, there are three platforms that are most often used by students to support their speaking skills, namelyYouTube, TikTok, and Instagram. These three platforms have their own characteristics and advantages that influence how students use them in the learning process.
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YouTubeisknownasthelargestvideoplatformthatprovidesvarioustypesof educational content in a relatively long duration. Several respondents stated that they use YouTube to watch English learning videos such as speaking tutorials, pronunciation lessons, daily conversation videos, and special language education channels. The longer duration allows for a more detailed and comprehensive explanation of the material, so it is very helpful in understanding grammar, pronunciation, and the context of language use in real situations.


Another advantage of YouTube is the flexibility in choosing contentaccording to needs and ability levels. Students can choose videos that suit their level, and repeat certain parts to understand the material better. However, some students also feel that long videos can be boring if they are not packaged in an interesting way or are too theoretical.
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Unlike YouTube, TikTok offers videos with shorter durations and faster and more interactive delivery. Respondents stated that they felt more interested inlearning through TikTokbecauseofits dynamicappearance, light languagestyle, and the use of interesting visual elements. Many educational TikTok accounts provide speaking tips, idioms, pronunciation, and daily expressions briefly and directly to the point.

TikTok is considered very effective for learning quickly and practically, especially in recognizing English speaking patterns. Students can also interact with the content through the comments, live, or even duet features, which allow them to join in and imitate the content as a form of direct practice. The downside is that although very interesting and easily accessible, TikTok content is often too short so that it is not deep enough to discuss complex material.
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Instagram, although not as intense as YouTube or TikTok in presenting speakinglearningcontent,isstillusedbystudentsasanadditionalsourceforlearning English. Respondents said that theyoften see educational content in theformofreels, stories, or short posts that discuss vocabulary, speaking tips, or pronunciation.The advantages of Instagram are its aesthetic visual appearance and the ability to follow educational accounts that provide learning content regularly.
Instagramalsoprovides anopportunityforstudentstowatchshortvideos with brief explanations, but still informative. Although the content is not as much as YouTube or TikTok in terms of speaking, Instagram is an effective complementary platform for daily exposure to English, especially if students already follow learning accounts that consistently upload content.
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comparing the benefits and drawbacks of using YouTube, Instagram, and TikTok in learning to speak English, which is better or more and which is less good.

skills.Based on interviews with six respondents, it was found that these three platforms have their own characteristics, advantages, and challenges that affect their effectiveness in the learning process.

1. YouTubeasanEnglish Learning


The majority of respondents stated that they use YouTube to learn English. This platform is considered a rich and flexible learning resource, because it providesa variety of content such as grammar learning videos, pronunciation, daily conversations, andEnglishvlogs.Several respondentssaidtheyused certainchannels such as @englishspeaking, 123 Go, and Troom Troom as their main references.

The main benefits felt from using YouTube are increasing vocabulary, understanding grammar, and practicing speaking indirectly through imitation ofnative speakers or content creators.This is in accordance with Bandura's Social Learning Theory (1977), which states that a person can learn through observing the behaviorofothers,especiallyinthecontextofaforeignlanguage.However,thereare several obstacles that hinder the learning process through YouTube. Several respondents complained about unclear audio quality, blurry videos, or tutors who speak too fast. Technical obstacles such as unstable internet connections or annoying ads were also mentioned. This shows that although YouTube content is abundant, not all ofit is easily accessibleorunderstood by students, especially those who are still at the beginner level.


2. InstagramasaSourceofEnglishVocabulary andExposure


The use of Instagram in the context of learning English seems more limited than YouTube and TikTok. Most respondents admitted that they only found learning content indirectly through feeds or reels, and not actively looking for learning materials. Even so, Instagram still has a contribution, especially in providing English exposure in everyday life.

The main benefits felt by respondents from using Instagram are adding simple vocabulary, knowing the meaning of words, and gaining new knowledge from visual content.There are also those who use Instagram to post English assignments, which indirectly forces them to produce text in a foreign language. This is in line with the principle of Contextual Learning, where students use language in contexts that are relevant to their lives.
However, the limitations that arise include limited visual display — for example,textorsubtitlesinvideosarecoveredbytheapplicationinterface —andthe lack of in-depth explanations regarding language structures. Several respondents also stated that they rarely use Instagram for educational purposes because they tend to associate this platform as a place for entertainment or social communication, not learning

3. TikTokasaFastand Efficient Media forLearning Speaking


TikTok has become one of the platforms that attracts attention in the context of learning English, especially because the content is short, straight to the point, and easy to consume. All respondents stated that they had at least used TikTok to watchor learn English.

Content such as song videos, grammar tips, short dialogues, and explanations of first and second form verbs (verb1 and verb2) are considered very helpful. They like how information is delivered briefly, interactively, and accompanied by interestingvisualsandsounds.Thisisinaccordancewiththe principle of Multimodal Learning, where students find it easier to understand material when it is giventhrough various sensory channels (visual, audio, kinesthetic).

Several accounts mentioned by respondents such as @englishspeaking,@kampunginggrischoice, and @mr.english show that there is an active educational community on TikTok that can be accessed for free by students. This platform also supports entertainment-based learning, which makes students not feel like they are learning in a formal sense.

However, TikTok's drawback is the limited depth of material that can be deliveredinaveryshort videoduration.Severalrespondentsalsomentionedthatthey still have difficulty in pronunciation and understanding the context of words, even thoughtheyhavewatchedvideosonTikTok.Thus,TikTokcanbeconsidered


effectiveasanadditionalorcomplementarymedia,notasthemainsourceof learning.

GeneralAnalysis


When compared, YouTube excels in terms of depth and diversity of material, Instagram provides passive exposure to English, while TikTok excels in terms of efficiency and engagement. The three platforms provide different learning experiences:

1. YouTube	Suitableforin-depthlearning,suchasunderstandinggrammar, practicing speaking, or listening to long dialogues.
2. InstagramProvidesshortandinterestingexposuretonewvocabulary,and encourages the use of English in a social context.
3. TikTok	Effectiveforintroducingquickconcepts,buildinginterestin learning, and practicing listening and imitating skills instantly.
These findings support the Connectivism theory (Siemens, 2005), which states that learning in the digital era does not only come from books or teachers, but from information networks available online, including social media.In this context, students become active learners who shape their own learning paths through the digital platforms they choose.

This study aims to explore the benefits of using video platforms on social media—YouTube, Instagram, and TikTok—in helping students learn English speaking skills. Data were obtained through interviews with five students who actively or occasionally use these platforms in their learning process. Conclusions were drawn based on thematic analysis of their answers and categorized based on each platform.

1. YouTube


The results showed that YouTube was the most widely used platform by participantstolearnEnglish.StudentsusedYouTubetounderstandpronunciation, sentence structure, vocabulary, and to complete English assignments. The main benefits they felt included:

	ExposuretoauthenticspokenEnglishthroughvlogs,tutorials,and educational channels.
	AccesstoavarietyofEnglishlearningcontent,suchassongs,subtitled movies, and grammar explanations.

Despite these challenges, YouTube is considered a valuable and flexible learning tool, and can be an effective complement to formal classroom learning.

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Based on the research findings, here are some suggestions for students and future researchers:

Students are advised to use social media platforms strategically. YouTube issuitableforstructuredlearning,whileTikTokandInstagramarebetterforquick reviews or pronunciation practice.

Following trusted content creators who focus on English education will be more beneficial than spending time on irrelevant entertainment content. Actively imitatingnativespeakersandrepeatingphrasesfromvideoscanimprovespeaking fluency

Teachers can integrate videos from YouTube, Instagram, or TikTok into classroom learning activities to make speaking practice more interesting. Actively imitating native speakers phrases from videos can improve speaking fluency
