After analyzing the data, the conclusions could be drawn as below :
1. There were 28 struggles experienced by David Balfour, with a high level of validity based on Badio’s theory which consists of several types, namely : 7 Heroism type struggles, 11 Never Giving Up type struggles, 2 Family type struggles, 8 Selflessness type struggles.
2. There are no nationalism struggle found in the novel Kidnapped by Robert Louis Stevenson
These are the research findings that were successfully identified in Robert Louis Stevenson’s novel Kidnapped.
