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REVIEW OF LITERATURE
1.1 NOVEL 
	Novel is a form of literary work in the form of prose and review daily life. The novel has become a popular and entertain for readers. The reason that novel has be able to the most popular form of literature is that a novel carries a massage and moral value and education and this literary form in the most widely printed and the most widely spread, because of the power of the community that is wide in the society. 
Novel based on Teeuw (1967) is one of the kind of prose basically a form of long  story  then  according  to Kenney (1966) that novels are a long  narrative fiction and is an imitation of the real situation this explanation reinforced by Kosasih (2012) novel is an imaginative work that tells the whole side of the problems of the life of a person or several characters. From some of the definitions above, it can be concluded that novel is a type of work prose literature that has a rich story complex and is a form of a long story, involving many characters with each character and problematic and is a series of events related to human life. The level of depth and breadth of the story is what makes the novel different from the short story and romance. 



Nurgiantoro (2000) explains that novel are divided into two, namely popular novels and serious novels. The popular novels are more entertaining, commercial, easy to enjoy. While serious novels known as literary novels require seriousness when read it in order to understand the whole story in the novel. 
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Somad (2010) explain that are two elements in the novel, namely extrinsic elements and intrinsic elements. Extrinsic element include the background of the making, biographies of the author and other things that complete a story building. Extrinsic elements will help the accuracy of the content of a literary work. The intrinsic elements of the novel include the theme, plot, setting, characterizations, author’s point of view, massage and styles of language. The explanation of the novel is as follows: 
1. Theme 
Theme is the basic idea that becomes the core or main idea that put forward by the poet 
2. Plot 
Plot is a series of events that make up the storyline 
3. Background ( setting ) 
Setting is a picture of time, place and atmosphere. 
4. Characterizations 
Characterization are part of the intrinsic that include the characters in the story and their characters.
5. Author’s point of view 
Point of view is the way the author positions himself in the story 
6. Mandate 
The mandate is the massage conveyed by the author in this literary work. 
7. Language Style 
The use of language in literary works serves to create a tone and atmosphere. 
Novel are generally divided two types, namely fiction and nonfiction. Then novel genre by type such us romance, fantasy, science fiction(Sci-Fi), horror, mystery, thriller, comedy, inspirational, history, psychology, saga or family, adventure. In this study, the researcher is conducted in a film entitled The Girl With  TheLouding Voice, which was written by Abi Dare. This novel is a fiction genre based on real life stories by combining inspirational element in it.
1.2 Structuralism 
Structuralism focuses on literature as a system of signs in which meaning is constructed within a context. Word inscribed with meaning may be compared to other words and structures to determine their meaning. 
Structural approach is an intrinsic approach, which is talk about the work on the elements that build from within. This approach examines literary works into works that are autonomous and independent of social, history, the author’s biography, and everything that is outside the literary work (Santoto.1993) in line with santoto’s opinion the structural approach ia an intrinsic approach, with is to reveal the work to the elements  that build literary work from within ( Suwarno,2012)  it can be concluded that structuralism is an intrinsic approach, namely to analyse the building  elements contained in the novel.
The structural approach tries to describe the relationship and function of each element of a literary work as a structural unit that together forms an overall meaning. (Teeuw,1983). Literary structuralism is an approach which emphasizes the intrinsic element that build the work. Therefore, with the absence of analysis through structural, intrinsic meaning in a literary work cannot be explored in depth. in addition, structural analysis has a purpose is to understand carefully, present, properly disassemble, and as accurately as possible through structural analysis in the form of a content with result good meaning on a works (Teeuw,1984) .
As for the explanation of the elements the intrinsics of the novel are as follows: 
1. Theme 
Theme is the basic idea that become the core or main idea put forward by the post 
2.  Plot 
Plot is a series of events that form the storyline 
3.  Background (Setting ) 
Background is a picture of time, place and atmosphere 
4.  Characterizations  
Characterization is part of the elements intrinsic which include the characters in the story and characters 
5.  The author’s point of view 
Point of view is the author’s  way position himself in the story 
6.  Mandate 
Mandate is a massage that conveyed by the author in the work his literature 
7. Language Style 
Use of language in literary works serves to create a tone and atmosphere. Structural has three properties, namely total, transformation an and self-regulation. Total means the structure is formed as whole with a series of element that still have rules and the arrangement of the series makes a single unit that becomes a concept perfect. Furthermore, the intended transformation that there is a change that occurs in a structural element that will change make a difference between other elements. Self-regulation what is meant is that the structure is formed by the intrinsic rules of relationships between structures that can self-regulate if one element is missing. 
Piaget in (Sangidu,2004) as for the analysis steps structure is as follows: 
A. Can identify the intrinsic element by constructing a complete and clear literary work, can distinguish between themes and figure 
B. Can examine an element that has been identified so that it can describe the differences in theme, plot, characterization, and setting in a work literature 
C. Can connect each element so as to get cohesion the total meaning of a literary work. 
1.3 Feminism 
	Feminism was born 20th century, were pioneered by Virginia Woolf  in by her book a Room of One’s Own (1929). Etymologically derived from the word feminist are famous for the women’s movement , s mean that women who aim fight for the right of women equality in the vote ,  political, culture, education, economic , a private room and public spaces but it is not the ideology that spread of hatred to the man. Ratna (2005) state that feminism is the concept generalization of women. A critical of social theory which have the purpose is to obtain women right. In line with Ratna’s Opinion feminism is kind of critical social theory which included in social context, political, economic, and history that is facing by injustice people. 
Feminism is not only a movement that fight women in the vote, political, education, culture or public spaces but also it is fight for objectifications, family, love, exploitation, sexuality. Feminism want to make the same equality between men and women. Davies (1996) feminism is women’s assertion of their equality with men and  their demand for access to roles and positions in public life that have historically been considered the domain of men.  Lit Kurnia.A. TotokPriadi, AgusWartiningsih(2013) Feminism is an awareness of gender injustice that befalls women, both in the family and in society. 
Women become object of beauty dominated by patriarchs who try to keep them at the home taking care of the household, cooking, giving birth to offspring without having the right to education, politic, culture, and act. For this reason, the feminist movement emerged to support equal right for women against men. 
According to Handayani and Novianto (2004) men more competent , good orientation, strong, competitive, confidence and active than women, in line with Montag (1953) in almost every society there believe that the men are superior  and women are inferior, women also think that their right, because it believe as what  really happen, which this view cannot be supposed as a person that position of women is under the men. 
The purpose of feminism theory is also to understand women’s injustice in term of race, gender, sexual, class, and how change it because women are weaker than men biologically, different physically and this theory want to change stereotype patriarch society against women who sad women weak characters, be able only work a little men, and unable to work hard like men. 
AccordingRosenstand (2006) the principle of equality does not imply that everyone should be treated as equals unless special circumstance apply. Acoording to Marriam in (Webster, 2017) feminism is theory about gender equality in the flied of politicall. Social and economic. In line with Rosenstand (2006) support this theory if women should have equal opportunities and the women should not be discriminated against based on their gender, and between men and women should get equal right. In feminism movement There are 8 types of feminism. 
1. Liberal Feminism 
Liberal feminist are based on the declaration of independence that men and women are created equal ( Suprio,1986) this is in line with Tog(2004) Liberal feminism developed from 18th century. The feminist movement in that country had the basic assumption that there is no difference between and women. Women have the same right in getting an education. The liberal feminist movement in the century in the 19th century, there were many efforts to fight for women to get the same civil and economic right as men. In the twentieth century liberal feminism was engaged in the formation of women’s organisation to oppose sexual discrimination, in the political, social, economic and personal field. That cause of Female oppression is known as lack of opportunity and education for women either individually or groups, few jobs, no ownership right object, or marriage  laws that are detrimental to men for that the purpose of liberal feminism toward women’s individual right. 
2. Radical Feminism 
According Arivia (2005) the core of the radical feminist movement in the issue of about the oppression of women. They suspect that oppression this is due to the separation between the private sphere and the private sphere public, which means that the private sphere is valued lower than public sphere, where this condition allow patriarchy to flourish. This movement considers that women’s subordination is both cultural and universal that is women have lower status and authority than men because women relate to the domestic sphere, while men are in the public sphere. This division is based on women’s responsibilities in pregnancy and child care. Therefore, in its development, the theory of radical feminism has become one of the most extreme theories of feminism. They focus on fighting for women’s biological right. 
3. Marxist Feminism 
Marxist Feminism theory believe that gender inequality occurs because of capitalism’s oppression of women. Therefore, this feminist movement aims to overthrow the capitalist system. Capitalism is the main oppression. Class oppression is especially associated, women considered a cheap power. Women are pressured because of the economic structure after economic oppression is solved, patriarchal oppression can be abolished. The implementation of Marxist feminism is to fight for radical social changes in the structure of the economy and eliminate class-based inequalities (Ollenburger,1996).
4. Socialist Feminism 
The socialist feminism movement bases its knowledge on materialist Marxist theory or materialist determinism, namely knowledge which proclaims that subculture and societies are rooted in a material or economic basic. The existence of the community is based on the economic pattern of family members which continuously causes problem.  Socialist feminist believe that the problem experienced by women  today are not caused by capitalism existed, women’s position was already under men. So the main purpose of the existence of social feminism is to abolish the system of male ownership in the social structure of society. 
5. Anarchist Feminism 
Anarchist feminism theory just like radical feminism, anarchist feminism theory is one of the most extreme feminist theories. Adherents of this theory believe that the canter of the problem experienced by women today is the state and men. Therefore, anarchist feminist aim to destroy the state and overthrow male-led government. 
6. Existentialist Feminism 
7. Existentialist Feminism is a flow of feminism that entered the second wave of feminism and developed around the 1940s. Existentialist Feminism strongly supports women to be able to freely define the meaning of women’s existence in this world. Existentialist feminism also invites women to make themselves as subjects they want, instead of just being objects. 
8. Post-modern Feminism
Post- Modern Feminism also known as “academic Feminism” this sect is difficult to understand and is considered in real revolutionary struggles, such as protests, boycotts and demonstrations. This sect turned things around by celebrating the oppression it received
9. Post-Modern Feminism similar to existentialism theory, in Post-Modern feminism women is also considered as “ the other”. A women is alienated because her way of thinking, her way of being and the language of women who hider the creation of openness, plurality, diversification and difference. By looking at language as a system, Postmodern Feminists trying to uncover the alienation of women in sexuality, psychology and literature (Arivis,2003) 
10. Ecofeminism 
Ecofeminism focuses on women’s spiritual relationship with the surrounding ecology. In this flow the position of women as “ nurses” is more in need, and is closer and sensitive to nature than men. Like women, nature is “cultivated”, “raped” and “exploited” by capitalism which is dominated. 


1.4. Resistance 
	According  to Scott ( in Alisjahbana,2005) resistance is every action of class members low society with the intention of softening or reject the demands made on that classes or of make its claims against the this top class. The resistance actually means action taken by the weak people who are in the lower structure against the strong parties who are in the upper structure or rulers. The relationship between one weak party and another strong party is actually is a correlation power that is not balanced, then the weak side who being on the bottom structure trying to balance their correlation through resistance so as not to be oppressed ( Suriadi,2008). This mean that resistances is a form of resistances out by the inferior to again power rights that are balanced with the superior. 
	Resistance in this study is a form of resistance behaviour carried out by the oppressed in the novel The Girl with The Loding Voice. This resistance was carried out by a women’s struggle against patriarchal stereotypes and becomes subordinate to men. This resistance she did as form of defense against her an the stereotype of the patriarchal against her. Scott in ( Rahayu, Mediyansyah, &Zuhro, 2020) distinguish the form of resistance into two parts, namely: 
1.  Hidden or closed resistance, 
Resistance, hidden resistance is characterized by closed, non-exclusive relationships between subordinates and superordinate classes. Hidden resistance or meaning of resistance carried out by someone through a less systematic mechanism. Closed resistance tends to refer to a resistance movement that is not real by taking into account the form of resistance, the achievements obtained and the determination of individual behaviour in setting goals and the ability to fight. Closed resistance has four characteristics, occurs irregularly, individually (aims to seek profit by focusing in individual interests), does not have a personal change impact. 
2.  Open Resistance
Open resistance is characterised by an open interaction between the superordinate class and the subordinate class conveying that there are four characteristics of open resistance. First, resistance which is intangible in accordance with the prevailing system, is organized between one party using another, and works together. Second, there are consequences ( revolutionary consequences) one the movement that can affect survival. Third, rational by prioritizing the interests of many people. Fourth, it aims to eliminate acts of domination and oppression from the authorities. Open resistance leads to movement carried out systematically  in coordination between leader and member taking part in the resistance. 
2.5 Summary of the Novel 
	The Girl with The Louding Voice is a the novel portrays the life of young Nigerian girl named adunni. Adunni is a 14 year old Nigerian girl who lives with her poor family in a small village. Her father is an alcoholic and her mother is dead. As the family struggles to pay the rent on their dilapidated home, adunni’s father arranges for her to marry and elderly taxi driver named Morufo. In exchange, Morufu is willing to pay her father a reasonable sum of money. Adunni does not want to marry Morufu and moves into the house he shares with his other wives and their children. Morufo is desperate to have two sons, but all of this children are female. He wants adunniti give birth to a son. Khadija develops an herbal remedy to stop adunni from becoming pregnant. She drinks it before having sex with Morufu.
Aduuni and Kahdija become close friends. Khadija is heavily pregnant and hopes that she will finally give birth to a son. Labeka treats Adunni with nothing but contempt, and Morufu wants her for sex and procreation. One day, Khadija feels sick and asks Adunni to accompany her to the midwife. Adunni agrees. Khadija reveals that they are actually going to visit her baby’s real father. Panicked at the prospect of giving birth to another daughter, she asked an old boyfriend named Bamidele to impregnate. 
They seek out Bamidele in a neighbour village. He explains that the women in this family must perform a ritual, otherwise they will be cursed. He leads Khadija to a river but then runs away. Khadija lay down and dies beside the river. Worried that she will be accused of murder, Adunni she runs away. She tries to explain the situation to her father but he does not understand. She spends the night hiding with an elderly friend of her dead mother, whose brother Kola agrees to sneak her away to the Nigerian city of Lagos. He will arrange a job for her with a wealthy family. Desperate, adunni agrees to take the job. 
Kola drivers Adunni to Lagos. He shows her the size and the spectacle of the city before they arrive at Big Madam’s mansion. Big Madam is a rich business women who owns a fabric shop in the city. He husband, Big Daddy is a disgraced executive who leeches money from his wife and spend it on affairs, alcohol, and gambling. Adunni mistakenly believe that Big Madam might put her through school but soon discovers the reality of her new job. She spends all  of the day cleaning the house for very little money, while Big Madam beats her savagely for the most minor indiscretions. A chef named Kofi also works in the house. He helps Adunni deal with her horrible new job. Adunni is the latest in a long line of mistreated housemaids. The previous girl, Rebacca, vanished mysteriously. Kofi suggests that Adunni apply for a local scholarship which educates young girls. Seeing it as her last chance to attend school, she plans her application. 
One day, Big Madam throws a party for the women of the wealthy neighbourhood. Adunniservers food but accidently drops a tray, causing Big Madam to beat her with a shoe until she is unconscious. One of the younger neighbourhood women, Tia takes pity on Adunni. Over the coming weeks, Adunni and Tia become friend. Adunni asks Tia to help with her scholarship application. Worried how Big Madam will react, Tia agrees but keeps their meeting secret. Tia also worries about Big Daddy’s sexual advances toward Adunni. One day, Adunni sees Big Madam and Big Deddy fight. Although Big Madam is desperate for her husband to love her, he only treats her with contempt. 
As Tia and Adinni spend more time together, they grow close and Tia admits that she and her husband are trying to have a child. Tia asks Adunni to accompany her to a traditional Nigerian ritual, which she feels pressured into attending by her mother-in-law. Adunni agrees. The ritual is little more than violent beating, and Tia is shocked and bruised. Meanwhile, Adunni worries about her scholarship application. The essay she submitted was a brutal, honest account of her life. Tia read the essay, and her beating during ritual allows her to sympathize with Adunni.
While his wife is away, Big Daddy tries to rape Adunni, but Big Madam catches him in the act. They fight and she kick Big Daddy out of the house. Adunni begins to suspect that Rabeccawas  murdered. She discovers that the she won the scholarship so will be going to school. No longer scared of Big Madam, she confronts her about Rebecca. She learn that Big Daddy impregnated Rebecca and then forced her to miscarry. Big Madam then arranged for Rebecca to leave. Adunni chooses to believe her. She leaves the house with Tia to begin her new life.
2.6 Review of Related Research 
	According Hasibuan in ( Syafnidawaty, 2020) literature review contains a description of the theory, findings and other research materials obtained from reference materials to be used as the basis for research activities. It is means that previous research is a reference for research in formulating theories, hypotheses and frameworks of thought. Previous research consists of theses and journal related to the topic or research problem. Therefore, research on previous research is very important to find out its relevance. Previous studies that are relevant to this research included the following. 
	First, the research conducted by Lisa Firgiawaty and EkaNurcahyani
(2020) from the University of Negeri Jakarta with the title “ Emoiroment in The Girl  with the Louding Voice by Abi Dare (2020): the study discusses how is a women’s empowerment reflected in Abi Dare The Girl with the Louding Voice and using a descriptive-analytical research method, this study applies collins’ Matrix of Domination and Self-Definition Theories to analyse how the female characters are oppressed and empower themselves to resist it
Second, the  researchwa conducted by AthiyyahRahmahZamrud (2018) from Hasanudin University with the title “ AnalisiStrukturalismeDalam Novel MuzakkaratTabibahkaryaNawal Al-sa’dawi” this study discusses building structures (intrinsic elements) and analyse the relationship between various elements in the novel MuzakkaratTabibah by Nawal Al-Sa’dawi. The type of the research by following qualitative research procedures. 
Third. The research conducted by Yuningsih, Muhammad Fuad and NurlaksanaEkoRusminto   (2015) with the title “ FeminismeDalam Novel PerempuanBerkalungSorbanKaryaAbidah El  KhalieqydanKelayakannya” this study discusses how feminism in the novel entitle PerempuanBerkalungSurban by Abidah El Khalieqy. The purpose of this study was to describe feminism, one of the radical feminist novel and as a Marxist/socialist feminism critique. The method used in this research was descriptive research method.
From some of the research reviews above. It can see that there are different between previous research and the research being conducted by the author, namely the author analyses feminism which focuses on the types of feminism and analyse the forms of reviews contained in the novel The Girl with the Louding Voice. The type of approach used by the author is a structuralism approach which refers to the research of signs and this approach is different from the approach used by several studies above. Then in taking the source of citation is also different from previous research. 
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
