TheDefinitionof Reading

Teachingandlearningareading process to students in theclassroom need time andmethod.Tosolidifystudents'English capability is required reading skills; they should make a reasonable effort to learn reading subjectsindependently outside the classroom. Instead, the process can assist students in becoming good learners (Handayani et al.,2021: 41).
Nurhaliza (2023: 2) says that reading is also a gateway for students to get information and knowledge in educational process. Reading comprehension is the ability to understand theideaand information in thereading text. Besides, reading is important for the students in order to find out the available information in a passage
From the explanation above, the researcher concludes that reading is the processofunderstanding writtenwordsandsentencestogainstudents’knowledge and information. It involves interpreting symbols, letters, and words in order to comprehendtheirmeaningandsignificancewithinagivencontext.Readingalsoa skill for students to master inside and outside the classroom.
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DefinitionofReadingAbility
[image: ]Tesilia (2019:21) mentions that reading ability is the potential or capacity of the students to get the idea and information about the text. Reading ability is important for the student. In addition, it can be described that reading ability is cognitive ability which person is able to use when interacting with text, thus it is unlike comprehension, which can be viewed as product of reading particular text, ability are seen as part of the generalized reading process.
Ardiansyah (2021:5) says that reading ability is skill of communications between the reader and the writer to get knowledge and information. Reading ability will be developed in association with writing, listening, and speaking activities. Even in those courses that may be labelled reading your goals will be best achieved by capitalizing on the interrelationship of skills, especially in the reading-writing connection.
Adnan (2023: 24) states that reading ability is a cognitive ability that a person is able to use when interacting with written text. In the Below paragraphs, there are some explained reading skills according to experts.
From the explanation above, the researcher concludes that reading abilityis skill in learning that students have to be mastered because it will be useful for them when they interact with text or passage. If students’ reading ability can be developed, they will be able achieve their goal in learning.

LevelofReadingAbility
According to Giller and Temple cited by Ardiansyah (2021: 6) level of reading ability:
1. TheIndependentLevel
This level of difficulty the students can read text easily without help. Comprehension of what is read generally excellent, and silent reading at this level is rapid because almost all the words are recognized and understood at sight. The student has to stop rarely and analyze a new word. Oral reading is generallyfluent, and occasional divergences from written text rarely interfere with comprehension.
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2. TheInstructionalLevel
[image: ]This level the material is not really easy but is still comfortable. In here,thestudentischallengedandwillbenefitmostfrominstruction.Comprehensionis good, but help is needed to understand some concepts. The silent reading rate is fairly rapid, although usually slower than at the independent level. Some word analysis is necessary but the majority of the words are recognized at sight. Oral reading is fairly smooth and accurate, and oral divergences from the written text usually make sense in the context and do not cause a loss of meaning.
3. TheFrustrationLevel
This level the material is too difficult in vocabulary or concepts to be read successfully. Comprehension is poor, with major ideas forgotten or misunderstood. Both oral and silent reading is usually slow and labored, with frequent stops to analyze unknown words. Oral reading divergences are frequent and often cause the reader to lose the sense of what was read. Because of this difficulty, it is frustrating for students to attempt read such material for sustained periods of time, and their efforts often fail. This level is to be avoided in instruction.

AspectsofReading
Based on Sridharan and Said (2020: 50) there are five aspects of reading comprehension such as determining main idea, identifying reference, making inference, detailing information, and interpreting vocabulary.
a. Determiningmainidea
Torecall important information from areading canbetakenfrom themain idea of text. Finding the main idea helps the reader understand the points that the author is trying to express in text. So, when the readers try to identifying main idea, it can improve the readers in comprehending the text. Main idea can befoundin thefirst, middle, orlast sentence. Ifstudents already knowwhat themain idea is, it become easier for students to know and understand the reading text.





b. Identifying reference
The word reference means pronoun. In reference, students mustunderstand the pronouns used in the text. Singular or plural, places, people, and situations are usually used in the text.
c. [image: ]Makinginference
Making inference is a crucial aspect of good reading for readers. Readers need to draw a conclusion and make meaning from the text. To draw conclusion, the readers must be able to connect prior knowledge with textual information.
d. Detailing information
Detailed information is an aspect to test students' ability to understand the material directly contained in the text. So, from this aspect, it checks whether students can understand the text or not.
e. Interpretingvocabulary
Students often find a lot of new vocabulary when reading text. So, it is necessarytomasteralargevocabulary.Iftheymasteralotofvocabulary,students will find it easier to understand the text.

Strategiesof Reading
Refers to Banditvilai, (2020: 46) students should practice reading a lot to improve their skills in reading comprehension. The ability of students to understand the text is related to their reading strategies. This means that comprehension strategies can help students comprehend the text they read and improve their reading comprehension. Those are skimming, scanning, making predictions, and questioning.
a. Skimming
Skimming is a technique for speed reading. The skimming aim to get an overview of the text and the main idea of each part in the text. To skim, readers only need to read the text quickly and skip the details. Therefore, the reader does notneedalongtimetounderstandthecorereadingofeachparagraph.The


readers read the first and last paragraph of the text and read the first sentence of each paragraph. This is done because usually each paragraph contains key information in that passage, named the main idea. If the readers get the main idea, it will be easier to understand other information in the text
b. Scanning
[image: ]Scanning is a technique to find specific information quickly. By practicing reading scanning, readers can learn to read to understand the reading text in a faster way.The readers will only look for the information their needs to know and skip the rest. To get information from reading scanning, readers must already know the keyword they want to know.After that, the readers will move their eyes toallpartsofaparticularpagetolookforkeywords,whentheyfindtheword,eye movements stop.
c. MakingPredictions
This strategy encourages students to use their existing knowledge to facilitate their understanding of new ideas found in the text. For example, in narrative text, students can predict the content of the text with their prior knowledge of the theme, story, content, or structure. Students are encouraged to generate their thoughts about what might happen in the story in the text. In this strategy, the readers try to predict each of their readings endlessly and changetheir predictions that do not match the reading.
d. Questioning
Asking questions while reading is key to developing reading comprehension. Readers have the opportunity to ask questions about the content, the author, the facts presented, the arguments, and the problems and ideas in the text. Students should learn to ask questions while reading to monitor comprehension. as well as for processing the received information. Readers can make the question narrow to abroad, and readers should make a variety of questions not only make yes/no questions, because it will not improve reading comprehension.

TheFactorsofStudents’DifficultiesinReading


InWestwoodcitedbyKhildainy(2023:10)statestherearesomefactorsof students’ difficulties in reading.
1. Limitedvocabulary knowledge
[image: ]Vocabulary is an important component needed in all language skills, especiallyinreading.Studentsneedvocabularyknowledgetounderstandcomplex reading text. Students who have deficiencies in their vocabulary knowledge will find it difficult to understand every word in the text. In addition, Westwood also said teaching vocabulary to the students is important to increase reading comprehension.

2. Lackoffluency
This fluency shows how accurate the process of receiving information obtained by students. If students have lack of fluency, it would be affected their reading comprehension process. Students who read too slowly or too quickly frequently have poor comprehension. Slow reading makes it more difficult for students to process letters and words. Meanwhile, reading too fast can make word recognition inaccurate and fail to get important details.
3. Lackoffamiliaritywiththesubjectmatter
Reading will be easier if students already know knowledge about thetopics discussed. To build strong background knowledge, the teacher should provide information to students first, for example do the discussions, lectures, or give the posters is better rather than introducing text book in the first meeting. By introduction of textbooks directly, it will make students poor in understanding.
4. Inadequateuseof effectivereadingstrategies
The ineffective teaching and learning process in the classroom is one that can cause students to have difficulties in comprehending reading text. The teacher is a facilitator who can influence the difficult or easy the students in reading comprehension. If the learning strategy given by the teacher is effective, it will make students improve their reading comprehension skills and the other way around.
5. Problemswithprocessing information

There are students who were able to quickly understand and process the information they had and some students are slow to understand their reading, so it took longer to reread the material. Furthermore, if students are stressed, anxious, or disturbed by other problems, it will reduce their working memory capacity. This is a factor in the difficulty of comprehending the reading text.

Cece (2022: 157) says that STIFIn method is an application of the STIFIn concept which compiles from the theories of psychology, neuro science, and human resources science. How to find out this intelligence engine with STIFIn Fingerprint, a test performed by scanning all ten fingertips. Fingerprints that carry information about the composition of the nervous system are then analyzed and connected with certain cerebral hemispheres that predominantly act as an operating system and at the same time become a person's intelligence machine.
Thefiveintelligences machine ofSTIFIn described as follow; Sensing(S), Thinking(T),Intuiting(I),Feeling(F),and Instinct(I).Fromthefiveintelligences machine, the dominant one can answer who you are actually and you can recognize who you are. STIFIn test can answer where the dominant brain hemisphere and which part of the brain is often used. 1. Agus Prasetyo (2019, State Institute For Islamic Studies Of Metro) Improving Reading Comprehension Ability By Using Guide Reading And Summarizing Procedure (Grasp) Strategy Among The Eighth Graders Of SMPN 1 Batanghari In TheAcademicYear 2019/ 2020. The purpose of this research is to improve the student reading comprehension after using GRASP strategy at the eighth grade of SMPN 1 Batanghari. This research was classroom action researchtype,anditwas conductedintwocycles.Eachcycleconsistedoffour steps that were planning, acting, observing, and reflecting. The data collection method in this research was test, observation, documentation, and field note. The observation used to know the activity of students who active on teaching learning process in the class. The problems that faced the students on observation there were the students did not have enough vocabulary, the students did not have the ability to structure the sentence, the students werenot able to determine the main ideas and supporting ideas, the students have not good motivation to improve their English ability especially in reading comprehension, and the students have not good in reading comprehension ability.Regardingtothe research result which wastaken fromobservation and test,itcouldbeinferred thattherewassignificant improvementfromcycleIto Cycle II. The average score of Post-test I was 64 with percentage of students’ successfulness 57%. NexttocycleIIthe averagescorewas 73withpercentage of students successful 75%. It indicated that indicator of success has been achieved at least 70% students was completed the Minimum Mastery Criteria (MMC)atleast70.ItmeansthatbyusingGRASPStrategycouldhelp


improve students reading comprehension ability at the eighth grade of SMPN1 Batanghari.
2. [image: ]Benni Ichsanda Rahman H (2022, Universitas Islam Negeri Sumatera Utara Medan) An Exploration on Students’ Public Speaking Anxiety: STIFIN Perspective. The purpose of this research is to examine the level of public speaking anxiety among students based on the differences in human intelligence machine division: STIFIn (Sensing, Thinking, Intuiting, Feeling, and Instinct). This study involved 51 Management students who took the English for Specific course on their semester credits. This study employs a case study that is qualitative in nature. The data was gathered using a semi-structured approach. The data collected was then processed by using two methods: statistical calculations for quantitative data related to the results of filling out 17 Public Speaking Anxiety Scale (FLAS) questionnaires by students concerning their level of anxiety when performing a public speaking and constructive analysis for qualitative data related to the results ofcomparing respondents' responses. The results show that students in the Instinct personality have a higher average of public speaking anxiety: 51.60. Students who are Sensing have an average anxiety level of 49.25, whereas students who are Thinking have an anxiety level of 47.50. In comparison, Intuiting students have an average anxiety level of 48.66, while Feeling students have an average anxiety level of 50.17. Consider the implications, some suggestions are discussed to overcome the challenges.
3. Fakhrurrazi M.Amin. (2023. IAIN Langsa) Exploring Students’ Reading Interest Through Tiktok Multimodal Literacy. This research aims to explore students' interest in reading by utilizing the TikTok application as a teaching tool for English. The study adopts a qualitative research design to gather data in the form of written or spoken expressions and observed behaviour. Data collection methods include observation, interviews, and document analysis.
