D. learning purpose

1. during and after the learning process the students are expected to uuderstand and analyze a recount text.

2. the students are expected to understand simple past tense and its use.

3. after discuss and practicing, the students can create and analyze a recount text.

4. after doing the learning process the students are expected to identify the events of recount text.

E. Material 

Recount text

A. The rhetorical structure and textual elements of recount writing consists of :

1. Orientation : it consists of theme or topic to be informed 

2. Record of events or sequence of events : to provide details about the    event informed/described chronologically 
3. Re-orientation : it is a matter of conclusion with personal attitude. 

B. The Linguistic Features

In general, the common grammatical pattern of recount text includes :

1) It focuses on specific participants. Example : I,we 
2) It is written in the past tense. Most often in the past tense but may be in the immediate present for effect. Example : We woke up early 
3) It varies the sentences length: simple, compound or complex ones. Example : we did not swim and take a bath since the wave was rough. 
4) The short sentences increase tension ; longer sentences provide contras and detail. 

5) The frequent use is made of words which link events in time, such as next, later, when, then, after, before, first, at the same time). Example : then we want to Parangtritis beach 
6) The recounts describe events, so plenty of use is made of verbs, and of adverbs.

7) The details are often chosen to add interest or humor to the recount.
8) It uses personal pronouns 
Example of personal recount

F. Learning Method
Communicative and question answer

G. Learning Steps 
1. (cycle 1)
Opening (10 minutes)
a) The first time, the researcher gave greeting and motivation to the students.
b) The teacher check the students’ attendance list.

Main activities (45 minutes)
c) The teacher explained the purpose of the learning.

d) She gave stimulus for students by giving some questions about their holiday or their personal experience and example of  recount text.

e) She explained the material of recount text ( definition, generic structure, and simple past tense).

f) She gave the example of personal experience about holiday from another people to make them more interesting.

g) She gave guided question based on 5W 1H to the students before they write their personal experience. Teacher asked them “where their destination? when was happening?, who are join?, how long time their holiday? and what is the activities during the holiday?”

h)  The next step, she gave instruction to the students to get the papers and the teacher asked them to write guided question answer an organize to be a paragraph.

i) After they wrote their personal experience teacher asked to continue their work to make part of events of their story.
Closing (15 minutes)

j) After that, she gave post-test I to write recount text with guided question technique

k) Finally, she asked the students to submit their worksheet.
2.  Cycle II 
Opening (10 minutes)

a) The researcher gave greeting and checked attendance list 
Main activities (45 minutes)

b) Then, she gave stimulus for the students by giving question about example of recount text and reviewed about the material in the previous  meeting. She also explained a little about generic structure and language features of recount text.

c) Afterwards, she showed the pictures about someone’s bad experience, and give an example  of recount text about the picture.

d) She continued to the next step in this stage, she gave guided question like in previous meeting and asked them to answered all of teacher question. 

e) After that, they started to write recount text based on guided question answer, and they make part of events of their story on their paper.
f) In this cycle, the students gave mark which is orientation, events, and re-orientation.
Closing (15 minutes)

g) After that she gave post test II for measuring the students’ improvements in writing recount text.

h) Finally, she asked the students to submit their worksheet and the teacher gave evaluation.
3. Cycle III
Opening (10 minutes)
a) The first time, the researcher gave greeting and motivation to the students.
b) The teacher check the students’ attendance list.

Main activities (45 minutes)

a) The researcher asked the students to remind the material of recount text.

b) She reviewed the material about recount text by giving some questions. It is aimed to know the comprehension about the material.

c) After that, she explained about grammar because some students had difficulty in grammar. So the teacher explained to the students about simple past tense. 

d) Then, she asked them to write verb II and she asked them to memorized it. 

e) Later, she asked them to make sentences by using simple past tense but the sentences about the text that show by teacher in order to make students easy in understanding about simple past tense and the theme of personal experience.
Closing (15 minutes)

a) She gave the students post test III to make recount text

b) She gave feedback about students’ writing in the last meeting.
