- Present Continuous

He said, “ I am  waiting for Mahmud.” (Direct Speech)

He said that he was waiting for Mahmud. (Indirect Speech)

- Present Perfect


Past Perfect

He said, “I have seen the picture of the new ambassador.” (direct speech)

He said that he had seen the picture of the new ambassador. (indirect speech)

- Present Perfect Continuous

Past Perfect Continuous

He said, “I have been waiting for Ramadhan for two hours.” (direct speech)

He said that he had been waiting for Ramadhan for two hours. (indirect speech)

- Simple Past



Past Perfect

He said, “I took the picture of the man.” (direct speech)

He said that he had taken the picture of the man. (indirect speech)

- Future



Past Future

Tono said, “I will go to Jakarta.” (direct speech)

Tono said that he would go to Jakarta. (indirect speech)

- Future Continuous 


Past Future Continuous

Sarifah said, “I will be learning at two p.m. ” (direct speech)

Sarifah  said that she would be learning to two p.m.. (indirect speech)

The reporting verb is usually in the past tense. In this case, certain cange are normally made in converting from direct speech to indirect speech (Quick, 2003:60).

a) Change the first and the second person pronoun into the third person pronoun.

b) Sometimes the second person pronoun into the first person pronoun.

c) Change the first person pronoun into the second person pronoun.

d) Sometimes change pointer word like: this into that, these into those, here into there, over here into over there.
